This is an international festival that

festival that offers a formalized industry
series of workshops and panels, of which
the Harold Greenberg is the lead sponsor.
Beyond script writing, the Industry Series
provides director masterclasses with award-
winning filmmakers, micro-meetings with
buyers and funders, information sessions
on sales, funding, marketing, and offers
intensive pitch training and hands-on
technical training for filmmakers and media

artists at various stages of their careers.

PElI Screenwriter’s Bootcamp 2015

The 9th annual PEI Screenwriters’ Bootcamp
is specifically targeted to Atlantic-based
screenwriters. Administered by Island Media
Arts Coop (IMAC), the bootcamp runs for
five intensive days in June with mentors who
specialize in training for the screen-based

entertainment industry.
